
This dedicated satellite meeting will introduce the
European Solar Telescope (EST), a next‐generation
4‐metre class solar facility designed to advance
high‐resolution observations of the Sun. As Slovakia
is a member country of the EST consortium, the
meeting will highlight opportunities for Slovak
researchers and students to engage in cutting‐edge
solar physics, instrumentation development, and
data‐analysis activities. Participants will gain insight
into the scientific objectives of EST, the current status
of the project, and pathways for involvement in
upcoming observational campaigns and technological
developments.
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
